Recommendation Process for the 2012 Governor’s School for the Arts

We are delighted to inform you that one or more of the students from your school has applied to attend the 2012 Governor’s School for the Arts.  Over 1,700 students across the state have applied to attend Kentucky’s summer arts program.  This highly competitive selection process makes your feedback invaluable!

In order for this student to be considered for the program, we ask that you aid him/her in obtaining recommendations.  

We ask that the recommendation adhere to the following guidelines:

1. One recommendation form must be completed by a member of the school’s administrative staff and one must be completed by a teacher who has recently had the student in class, or by a private teacher of the student’s choosing.  We have told the student that he/she may indicate to you which teacher is asked to complete the recommendation, but the member of the administrative team who completes the other recommendation is left to your discretion.  It is not necessary that transcripts be included in this packet.  Grades are not a consideration for acceptance into GSA and will not be used if sent.
2. If your student is applying in two disciplines/art forms, the student will need two different teacher recommendations and two copies of the same administrator forms:
· ADMINISTRATOR RECOMMENDATIONS: You can submit the same recommendation for both of the student’s art forms, as long as you provide two copies of the recommendation to GSA.  You must indicate each discipline on each form.  For example, if the student is applying in Visual Art and Instrumental Music, you can make a copy of his/her complete recommendation form, as long as one form is labeled “Visual Art,” and the other form is labeled “Instrumental Music.” 

· TEACHER RECOMMENDATIONS: The same teacher does not have to complete the two teacher recommendation forms. For example, if a student applied in Visual Art and Instrumental Music, his/her Visual Art teacher can fill out the recommendation form for his/her Visual Art portfolio review and his/her Band Director (or private instructor) can fill out the recommendation form for the Instrumental Music audition.  The teacher must indicate on the top of the recommendation form to which discipline the form corresponds.  If the student prefers a private teacher to complete the teacher recommendation, the private teacher is responsible for returning the form on the student’s behalf.

3. Please distribute the two recommendation forms to the appropriate people, collect them once they are completed, and return to:
